o Always evaluate dumping areas for hazards
before dumping each load. Avoid dumping in
areas where the ground surface is soft,
uneven, or unstable.

e Never dump adjacent to another truck,
mobile equipment, or where workers are
working.

« Do not attempt to dump the material if it
sticks in the bed, especially if it sticks after
the bed is raised about two-thirds (2/3) of the

way.
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
